A LIBRARY BOOK NOT RETURNED FOR 221 YEARS!

On 5 October 1789, George Washington, the first president of the United States of America,
borrowed two books from a library in Manhattan.

you click! It is probably a clickbait article. When you click on the headline, the website
earns 11.3. | but the article is usually completely useless. Fortunately, it's quite
easy to recognize clickbait once you know what it is.
